The Centers for Disease Prevention and Control have reduced the required containment for
SARS CoV2 work from Biological Safety Level 3 to Biological Safety Level 2. EHSO will
provide guidance on work with SARS CoV 2 in BSL2. On January 10, 2025, the National
Institutes of Health (NIH) released a notice to provide researchers and research institutions
funded by NIH grants and cooperative agreements, Research and Development (R&D)
contracts, NIH intramural research projects, and other funding agreements (e.g., Other
Transactions) with information pertaining to NIH’s implementation of the US Government
policy on oversight of Dual Use of Research Concern/Pathogens with Enhanced Pandemic
Potential (DURC/PEPP) Policy. This policy becomes effective May 6, 2025. The EHSO
laboratory assessment program assists researchers with ensuring a safe working
environment. This program is a detailed evaluation of laboratory safety, and the assessment
is conducted by professionals from EHSO.
